Old MacDonald had a farm, E-I-E-I-O.

Old MacDonald had a farm, E-I-E-I-O. 

Sometimes the ówith aô before the animal sound is dropped, which chang-
es the third line to this: 

Moo moo here, moo moo there   

In many versions, the song is cumulative, with the noises from all the 
earlier verses added to each subsequent verse. 

 "Old MacDonald Had a Farm" is a traditional children's song and nursery 
rhyme written in English in 1917 in the USA, and has a Roud Folk Song 
Index number of 745. The oldest version listed in The Traditional Ballad 
Index is the Sam Patterson Trio's "Old MacDonald Had a Farm," re-
leased on the Edison label in 1925. This was followed by a version 
by Gid Tanner & His Skillet Lickers, "Old McDonald Had a 
Farm" (Columbia Records, 1927) and "McDonald's Farm" by Warren 
Caplinger's Cumberland Mountain Entertainers (Brunswick Records, 
1928). In 1954, the composition was arranged for accordion sextet and 
recorded for RCA Thesaurus transcriptions by John Serry, Sr. in 
the United States. Sophie Ellis-Bextor has performed a short excerpt of 
the song live.
